Due Date:  Wed. Dec. 7th, 2011  
I want you to imagine a conversation either between Garrett Hardin and Dorothy Day or between Garrett Hardin and Ayn Rand.   Your submission should be in the vicinity of 300 words.
It should offer an engagement between the two that outlines or highlights the agreement or disagreement of principles held by each.   You cannot possibly cover all the views they might hold, so do a bit of reading and choose something bite-size that you can actually address in 300 or so words.

You can shape your paper to simulate:

An article reporting on a meeting between the two.
A transcript of a conversation between the two.
A radio debate with a moderator interviewing the two.
A playwright’s imagination of a casual meeting between the two.
…Or another literary or journalistic conceit that I have not thought of.
If you have a mind to put two different people together, ask me by email…

Rules:

1.  As before, you must submit this assignment as a Word.doc  (or docx) attachment.   I don’t want to have to fuss with translating Word Perfect or anything else, so please follow these instructions.  
2.  The attachment must be a complete paper with your name, the course number and the date in the upper left corner (no title pages).  Thinking up a good title wouldn’t hurt either. 
3.  If you use quotations or other material from outside sources, please append a standard bibliography or reference page.

4. Your file name and your email subject line should be identical: 2525 WW2 and your last name.  (First and last name if your name is Boudreau…)
Because this is a short paper, you need to think extra hard about how you use the space.  Don’t write a 200 word introduction, for instance.   Don’t write the same idea three different ways.  Choose your ideas carefully.  Choose your words carefully.  Don’t repeat.  Don’t fluff up.  Edit carefully.  Proofread carefully.  Carelessness will cost you marks.
