We have seen that films can be valuable sources of philosophically interesting questions.  We have watched two such films in class, but there are many others that can also provide food for serious moral thought.   Your assignment here is to find such a film and develop a one-page instructional handout such as I provided for Woody Allen’s Crimes and Misdemeanors.

Because we would all like to be more aware of worthwhile movies, this assignment will be shared with the class.   Email your assignment both to me and to the 2525 Yahoogroups address on the same day.  Don’t forget this step as the sharing is part of the assignment. 
Rules:

1.  As before, you must submit this assignment as a Word.doc  (or docx) attachment.   I don’t want to have to fuss with translating Word Perfect or anything else, so please follow these instructions.  
2.  The attachment must be the complete paper with your name, the course number and the date in the upper left corner (no title pages). 
3.  If you use quotations or other material from outside sources, please append a standard bibliography or reference page.

4. In emailing your assignment to me, your file name and your email subject line must be identical: 2525 WW3, your last name and the name of your chosen film.  
5. In emailing to the class, just use your last name and the name of your film in the subject line.  Your instructional sheet can just be cut and pasted into the body of the email (rather than being appended as a file).   This will make it handier for others to see.

Advice:

As before, think and write carefully.   You are limited to one page, so use your space wisely.  Edit carefully.  Proofread carefully.  Carelessness will cost you marks.
