Writing anywhere, but especially in philosophy, requires precision.   When you write carelessly, your reader has to do the work you didn’t – and, since your reader is also your marker, you should think about how annoyed he or she will be.  

I’m providing a few examples of what I mean.  Let me say that these examples, (in case you’re mortified to see something of yours here) are chosen for convenience or because yours was the paper in front of me when I thought about this.  They don’t necessarily come from horrible papers – even the best papers occasionally exhibit this kind of imprecision and infelicity.

Even the types of people that say money can’t buy you happiness or “money is the root of all evil today” would still not be willing to give up their own money acting as hypocrites.  

In addition, the pressure of education, family, income, and a healthy life-style is a valuable subject introduced at an early age.

(after reference to the court oath, “so help me God.’)

The idea of a God is so powerful that we as men, can not simply tell the truth without being watched by something so powerful.

If there were no reactions to our actions, time would not proceed and life would not exist, it is one of Newton’s Laws (every action has a reaction).  

By not having any proof, I feel that it is crucial to have faith because that would be the reason why we are all on this earth today.   God is our creator, meaning that we must believe in him for the sake of us being alive here on earth.
Throughout musical history, there have been several different musicians that have incorporated philosophical themes into their lyrics.

In all of these cases, I figured out what the writer meant (I think…) but that’s not the point.   The point is that you have a responsibility to stick with a piece of writing until it says precisely what you want it to.   This kind of carelessness of expression not only affects the mark you receive, it reflects on you as a person who cares to express your thoughts clearly.   It says to me that you either don’t know what you think or don’t care what I think.  Neither impression helps your mark.  
I won’t even begin on the wordiness…….
